Usage Rules

For creating materials in English: Use Arial

For creating materials in Japanese: Use Meiryo ( X~ JZt) for primary font and Yu-Gothic (
51> w27) for secondary font in Japanese. Use a Japanese font even for 1-byte alphanu-
meric characters.

Use Gothic (sans-serif) fonts for body copy to maintain uniformity.

Weight of the font (e.g. semi-bold, bold, etc.) can be applied to any size of the font.

If for some reason one of the specified fonts cannot be used, choose a typeface similar to the
specified font (e.g. Helvetica for Arial, etc.).
